With the theme “Energy for Queensland” , the Symposium will be held at the Brisbane 
Conference Centre.

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Our combined AGM and AK Denmead lecture was held at the Theodore Club on Wednesday 20 
April. Some changes to the GSAQ committee resulted from the AGM and these can be seen on the 
back page of this newsletter. We welcomed some new members onto the committee and witnessed a 
rare event, a ballot for the position of Chair, which was won by A/Prof Sue Golding. The AGM was 
followed by a presentation by Dr Vic Wall of Taylor Wall & Associates on the topic, “The makings 
of giant thermal aureole (pluton-related) gold deposits” . Vic drew from his considerable experience 
in studying such gold-fertile environments utilising examples of world class goldfields in Australia 
and the F.S.U. We are investigating the possibil ity of Vic reprising his presentation in Townsville in 
the near future so stay tuned. 
 Our annual presentation night was held on 25 May at the Queensland Irish Club. Although it 
unfortunately coincided with State of Origin night, we had a respectable attendance to see the 
Dorothy Hill medal awarded in absentia to Dr Chris Fielding and the Neville Stevens Medal to Mr 
Scott Hocknull. Once again, Neville was present to award the medal named in his honour. In 
addition, medals were awarded to Year 12 students from 2004 who achieved outstanding results as 
well as to undergraduates from our three Tertiary institutions. Following the awards, Dr John 
Pandolfi presented a talk entitled “The nature and causes of coral reef decline: clues from palaeo 
data”. 
 There will be no GSAQ Meeting in June, but the committee is working on the program for the 
remainder of the year. We hope to have a presentation in July, and in August we will be involved 
with Science Week Activities at the Queensland Museum Precinct and will be looking for volunteers 
to help run a booth, probably in conjunction with Earth Science Departments from UQ and QUT.

GSAQ Awards Night 

Citation accompanying the presentation of the Dorothy Hill Medal for contr ibutions to the 
advance of geological knowledge in Queensland through original research to Dr  Chr is Fielding 
 
Since arriving in Australia in 1986, Chris has had a profound effect on our understanding of the basin 
systems of Queensland, and particularly the coal basins. His research interests encompass the 
sedimentology and stratigraphy of non-marine, coastal, and shallow marine depositional systems. 
Although part of his research has been focussed in drilling projects in Antarctica, most of it has been 
related to the geology of eastern Australia, and specifically Queensland. The bulk of it has been 
aimed at applications to exploration for mineral resources, principally hydrocarbons and coal, 
although he has made brief forays into the stratigraphic-sedimentologic framework of gold and base 
metal exploration targets in the northern New England Fold Belt. He has had a long-term interest in 
the development of genetic models for coal deposits in different tectonic and depositional settings, 
and this has both arisen from, and been applied to his work on the Bowen Basin. He has also applied 
himself to the prognostic and diagnostic applications of sedimentology to oil and gas exploration, 
again mainly in Queensland Basins. Recently his research turned to the detailed description and 
sedimentology of the Quaternary Burdekin River delta system as part of the current move to 
understand Queensland coastal systems.

From the Chair
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The criteria for the Dorothy Hill Medal are that “such contributions shall be judged on the 
quality and volume of contributions made through publication of original research” . Chris has 
certainly been a prolific author, and much of it has been in the international literature. He is a 
respected scientist with an international reputation (he was editor of Sedimentology for a number of 
years) and in just over 16 years at the University of Queensland he, together with his postgraduate 
students and other colleagues, published over 35 papers on the geology of Queensland (in addition to 
another 19 on areas outside Australia).  

Chris has now left Queensland for a personal Chair in sedimentology at the University of 
Nebraska, but he has left a major impact on Queensland. 
 
Response from Chr is 
Chris was not able to be present to receive his medal, but emailed the following response from 
Nebraska 

I am deeply honoured and humbled to receive the Dorothy Hill Medal for 2005, and I thank 
the committee, nominator and members. I spent sixteen happy years living and working in 
Queensland, and enjoyed every moment. My research efforts throughout this time were centred on 
aspects of Queensland geology, with particular emphasis on the Devonian to Triassic succession, and 
I hope to persist in those research interests for the foreseeable future. I have been privileged to be 
able to work with many excellent geoscientists over this period, and I wish to acknowledge their 
considerable role in my scientific education. For tolerating my not insubstantial idiosyncrasies, and 
for great times in the field and the laboratory, I owe a great debt of thanks to a large number of 
colleagues and collaborators, postdoctoral fellows and students. It would be a considerable challenge 
to name everyone who deserves mention, but I would like to pay special tribute to John Draper, Rod 
Holcombe and John Jell, who were instrumental in fostering my interest and developing my 
understanding of Queensland geology, and without whose insights I could never have achieved what 
I have.

Citation accompanying the presentation of the Neville Stevens Medal for  contr ibutions to the 
geological community and promotion of education and public awareness of Earth Sciences in 
Queensland to Mr  Scott Hocknull 
 
Mr Scott Hocknull is nominated for the Neville Stevens Medal; for his continuous contribution to the 
public awareness of earth sciences.  

Scott©s passion for Earth Science started in high school, where he organised field trips for 
fellow students and became a volunteer for Queensland Museum. In 1993 Scott presented a paper at a 
CAVEPS conference entitled "Life as a Secondary School Student in Palaeontology". Then at the age 
of 16, he published his first paper on a new species of fossil freshwater bivalve. After secondary 
school Scott decided to defer University and volunteer for an entire year at the Queensland Museum, 
including field trip participation and continued palaeontological research. 

After secondary school, Scott was employed as an Interpretation Officer at Queensland 
Museum. For a year, he organised talks and workshops for the general public and schools, before 
starting a Bachelor degree at the University of Queensland (UQ). During his university studies Scott 
continued to give presentations at CAVEPS and won the student prize in 1997 for the best student 
talk. As a second year and only undergraduate presenter, this came as a very pleasant surprise. Scott 
was also involved in the UQ Biological Society, as Secretary, then President, coordinating talks and 
workshops in natural history.  

In 2001 Scott became the youngest curator in Australia at the Queensland Museum and in 
2002 was awarded Young Australian of the year. During this time he presented on average 3 talks per 
week. His role included being Youth Week Ambassador and talking to disadvantaged children about 
careers, science and palaeontology. Scott also presented many and varied talks to many and varied 
groups, including; the Australian institute of management, at the conference for injury awareness 
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week, Ballarat Science Expo as part of Sleek Geek week and for Geosciences Australia. A highlight 
for Scott was his chance to talk about Earth Sciences and Australian Palaeontology with Her Majesty 
the Queen and Prince Phillip, during there visit in 2002.  

Scott presented a number of Palaeontology classes throughout the Northern Territory on his 
Tour of Duty. These included talks to aboriginal communities in Pine Creek, Katherine, Alice 
Springs, Darwin and Gove. Scott has appeared on a number of television shows talking and 
promoting palaeontology; including National Geographic Channel, Local News Channels, The Panel, 
The Glass House, Totally Wild, Hot Source and Bop. 

After passing on the Young Australian title, Scott continued to spread his passion for earth 
science through presentations at conferences, schools, for societies and volunteer groups. In 2003 
Scott was a finalist in the Eureka Awards for science communication and a Centenary Medallist. 

Currently Scott is a member of the Spotlight on Science Taskforce, overseeing the future of 
science education in Queensland. He is also involved with the development of Palaeotourism, 
through the organisation of several field digs and helps develop teaching programs for education 
officers at Queensland Museum. At the same time, Scott is completing his PhD on the Mt Etna fossil 
Fauna, climate change over the past 5 million years.  
 
Response from Scott 
I wonder if you might remember, Neville, that in about 1993 you received a letter from a very strange 
little boy who had a passion for palaeontology and dinosaurs. He lived just south of Brisbane. Your 
advice to him was to join the GSA, and in fact if I hadn’ t joined the GSA I would not have received 
the Alcheringa and the other journals that came out. If I hadn’ t received those I would not have 
known about all the things that are happening in Geology in this country. Thank you very much for 
doing that to me as a kid, and although I got ribbed for it, it was one of the best things I ever did. 
Thank you very much GSA for honouring me with this medal. Palaeontology and science 
communication is a big thing and for those students who are really interested in earth sciences always 
remember that science communicating should be part of your everyday life.
